
Web Development - Programming 10 (HTML, CSS, JavaScript)  

 
It could be argued that today's world is dependent on internet.  Understanding how 

the internet works and learning to develop content for the internet are extremely 

valuable skills in computer programming. 

Fundamental Aspects of Web Programming: 

1. HTML  
 
HTML -(Short for HyperText Markup Language) is the 
programming language used to display content on the web.  
HTML is the underpinning of the entire internet. Every page 
out there is written in HTML.  HTML is a basic scaffolding that 
we can use to display text, images, videos, and links on a 
webpage.   
 

2. CSS 

CSS – (Cascading Style Sheets) is used to 
control the style of an HTML document.  
The color, fonts, position of elements are all 
controlled with CSS 

 
 

3. JavaScript 
 
JavaScript is an actual “computer programming” language that 
is used to create the interactivity of a website.  It allows the 
webpage to collect, process and present information.  You can 
create actual games, apps, and animation with JavaScript. 
 
  

It is the goal of this section of the course is to have students develop the knowledge and 
skills in HTML, CSS, and JavaScript to create professional looking content for the Web and 
get a better understanding of how web-based applications are created.
